EXCISE POLICY FOR THE YEAR 2009-2010

1.
Manner of disposal of PML and IMFL vends.

The retail PML (L-14A) and IMFL (L-2) licenses shall be granted by inviting the applications after giving proper publicity. In case the number of applications is more than the number of licensing units or a group of licensing units to be allotted in a given area, then the allotment would be made through transparent system of draw of lots in the presence of applicants and public and Observers to be appointed by the Department/Government. A group of licensing unit shall be formed by clubbing licensing units as under:- 



i)   Municipal Corporation-   upto group of 5 units




ii)  District Head Quarter-     upto group of 3 units




iii) Sub Divisional Head  -    upto group of 2 units

                 There may be single application from a person for a “group of licensing units” but the license fee of the group would be the sum total of the license fee prescribed for each of the units in the group. A single person may file any number of applications for particular unit or group of licensing units.

               If, before the draw of lots it is found that applications have not been received for all the units in a particular area, the Excise & Taxation Commissioner may cancel the allotment procedure of that area and at his discretion form new group of units to facilitate their disposal. These groups may consist of either single unit or group of licensing units. In case the Excise & Taxation Commissioner is of the view that individual sale of licensing unit or group of licensing units will not be in the interest of revenue in any particular area then he may at his discretion dispose of all the units as one group deemed feasible by him. The process of disposal shall remain the same as prescribed. 


The draw of lots shall be done in an open & transparent manner in full public view. The slips shall be picked up by the public and preferably from the Media personnel and applicants. The person who draws the slip from the jar will read out the name and particulars of the successful allottee.       

             
The vends for the year 2009-10 will be allotted through lottery. However, the Government reserves the right to, at the level of Cabinet, consider to renew licenses L-2/ L-14A licensees for the year 2010-11 at the licensee’s option, on terms and conditions notified by the Government and taken to be acceptable by the said licensee.

The cost of application form will be Rs. 9000/- for single unit. If in any area, more than single unit is allotted on single application, then the structure will be as follows:-

The fee will be non-refundable.  The entire proceeds from the sale of application forms shall go to the State Exchequer as dedicated fund for Education.

Licensing Units

The PML and IMFL vends shall be disposed off in licensing Unit or a group of licensing Unit, on applications. A licensing Unit or a group of licensing Unit may consist of either of the following:-

Four L-14 A vends + One L-2 or Five L-14A vends shall be available to the units having license fee Rs.30 lac per annum or above and   to be allowed in border excise circles. This would help in increasing the viability of business in all kinds of rural areas. There will be group of upto five units in Corporation Areas, group of upto three units in district head quarters, group of upto two units in sub-divisional head quarters, Municipal Councils other than district head quarters, Nagar Panchyats and group of upto two units in Rural areas. The groups of licensing units shall be formed by the Collector with the prior approval of the Excise Commissioner. 

 

A successful allottee will be required to pay 15% of the license fee as security – Rs. 1.00 lac alongwith the application in the shape of earnest money in Municipal Corporation areas and Rs. 50000 in all other areas. The earnest money may be pay by way of demand draft, banker’s cheque, pay order and other pre paid Bank instruments. The balance part of 5% security in the shape of earnest money i.e. 5% minus Rs. 1.00 lac in Municipal Corporation areas and 5% minus Rs. 50000 in other areas shall be deposited on the day of draw of lots and 5% within 48 hours, balance 5% within three days of the draw of lots or by 31st of March whichever is earlier.

               
The successful allottee shall be required to open his vend on first day of April or maximum within a period of one month, failing which his allotment shall be cancelled.
4.
Location of the Unit

Urban area:

In urban areas, where each Unit would consist of two licenses one for PML (L-14A) and another for IMFL (L-2), a successful allotee would be allowed to open the vends anywhere in the city provided that place does not entail objections such as proximity to any religious place or any educational institution or any other such other places prohibited under the law. No rural vend shall be opened with in a radius of 3 KM of the Municipal Corporation area. However, the area outside the limits of Municipal Corporation by 1 KM shall be deemed to be the part of that Municipal Corporation area. A successfully allotee would have to get the site plan approved before the commencement of the business. Approval for location of a vend would not be denied in respect of a location at which a vend is presently functioning.  For any new place, the approval of the department would be required before a licensee is allowed to operate the vend. No L-2 vend to be granted separately, but only alongwith a L-14-A vend under single roof. A L-2 vend would be allowed to operate in the premises of the PML vend.
For each urban area, number of Units will be determined and each Unit would be having same license fee and quota of liquor in terms of PL.
 The liquor vends shall not be opened within a distance of 50 meter from education/ religious place in the State. 

Working hours will be from:    07:00 AM to 12:00 mid-night. 
Dry days: 15th August, 2nd October and 26th January. The period of closure of vends will be from 7-00 AM to 5-00 PM on 26th January and 15th August.  The liquor vends will be allowed to open from 5.00 PM to 12.00 mid-night.  A stringent penalty of Rs. 50000/- will be fixed for violating the provision of closed day.
Rural area:

Applications for rural vends would be area specific and a successful allotee would be required to open his vend in the specific area only. The department would first determine number and location of vends in such a way that each Unit has the same quota and same license fee in a particular rural area where there are more than one L14A/L-2 vend. This would provide level playing field for all the licensees preempting unhealthy competition amongst licensees.

Ihatas :

(i)
 Ihatas shall be allowed in the premises adjoining all the L-2 vends on optional basis with the following conditions:-

· They should be air-conditioned/air-cooled. 





· They should have eating arrangements for at least 20 persons.

· Crockery and cutlery should be of good quality.
· Waiters should be properly dressed.

The area-wise classification of license fee for the year 2009-10 is as under:-

Note:-

Size of the units in terms of license fees in respect of all the units located in the Corporation areas, Municipal Committee areas, Notified areas and   Nagar Panchayats shall remain uniform.


A licensing unit remaining unallotted after 1.4.2009 may be allotted to any new applicant during the currency of the year against proportionate quota of PML / IMFL and on proportionate license fee for the remaining part of the year.

Quota
Quota would be fixed at 1085 lakh PL for the entire state. Out of this quota, 711 lakh PL will be PML and 374 lakh PL will be IMFL.  Quota will be supplied to the licensee at the rate of license fee of Rs. 135/- per P.L. for both IMFL and PML. The state quota of PML and IMFL shall be allotted to the divisions on the basis of requirement and potential of a division by the Excise & Taxation Commissioner, Punjab. The Deputy Excise & Taxation Commissioner will further allocate the quota to Asstt. Excise & Taxation Commissioner who in turn will allocate the quota to the excise circles on the basis of same principles. Further, the quota would be distributed among the different units in the urban and rural areas.


 In Municipal Corporations, Municipal Committees, Nagar Panchayats, the size of licensing unit in terms of license fee and quota will be the same in their respective areas.  For each unit in the urban area, the PML and IMFL quota will be fixed in the same ratio by the Asstt. Excise & Taxation Commissioner.  These ratios will be worked out keeping in view the demand of the area for a particular type of liquor and the potential available. The license fee, which would be worked out, as such, would be uniform in respect of all the Units of that city.


Similar procedure would be adopted in respect of Units in rural areas.  The license fee as well as quota in proof liters of PML and IMFL will be disclosed and notified to the intending applicants in advance.



During the year 2009-10, 60% of the PML quota shall be fixed to be lifted from the distillery / L-13 allocated to the distilleries by the Excise and Taxation Commissioner, Punjab. Each L-14A licensee of a district shall be required to lift PML quota from each distillery allocated to the district in the ratio fixed by the Excise and Taxation Commissioner, Punjab for that district amongst different distilleries.


The licensee shall be given the option to lift 40% of the fixed quota of 711 lac PL of PML from any of the L-13 licensee located in his district.



No quota of beer may be fixed. Similarly, no quota of wine and RTD may be fixed. The purchase of such types of liquor will be in addition to the quota fixed for IMFL, and PML. Imported Foreign Liquor will be a part of the quota for the year 2009-10.
 
The licensees having L-2 vends attached to their units, would be given the option to convert 20% of the allotted quota of PML into IMFL at the rate of duty payable on IMFL. This option will not be available to Licensees who have only L-14A vend/vends in their Licensing units. The conversion from PML to IMFL will be only from the 60% fixed quota of PML from the distilleries.  


In case the licensee has lifted the entire allotted quota and paid the full license fee for the year, then the licensee shall be allowed to lift 10% of PML & IMFL quota as additional quota at a concessional rate of Rs. 35/- per PL alongwith the specified extra license fee, additional license fee and special license fee payable on PML and IMFL from any L-13 & L-1 of his choice in the district.


If after the sale of allotted quota, a licensee wants to acquire more quota of PML, the same will be allotted against payment of license fee @ Rs. 135/- per PL and the specified extra license fee, additional license fee and special license fee from the distillery as proportionately and equally allotted by the Excise & Taxation Commissioner Punjab.


L-13 licenses will be issued by the Deputy Excise and Taxation Commissioner –cum- Collector. The grant and renewal fee for this license will be Rs. 10000 per annum.

Maximum Retail Sale Price

Maximum retail price of IMFL for a particular category shall not be more than Rs. 30/- in case of quart, Rs. 16/- in case of pint and Rs. 8/- for nip from the minimum price fixed for that category.


Minimum sale price of Beer at L-14A and L-2 vends at Rs. 45/- per bottle of light beer and Rs. 52/- per bottle of strong beer. The Maximum retail sale price for light and strong beer will be Rs. 55/- per bottle and Rs. 62/- per Bottle respectively. Beer imported from abroad shall be exempted from prescribed maximum retail sale price. Assessed fee @ Rs. 10/- per BL, additional assessed fee @ Rs. 2/- per BL and special assessed fee @ Rs. 5/- per BL will be charged on light beer having alcoholic contents from 3.25% to 5.25% v/v at L-1 stage. Assessed fee @ Rs. 12/- per BL, additional assessed fee @ Rs. 2/- per BL and special assessed fee @ Rs. 5/- per BL will be charged on strong beer having alcoholic contents from 5.25% to 8.25% v/v at L-1 stage.

The assessed fee shall be paid at the level of L-1 licensees held by C.S.D Depots. No other levy shall be charged from L-9 i.e. Unit Run Canteens and L-1 (CSD).

Extra license fee @ Rs. 4/- per PL will be charged on PML at L-13. Extra license fee on 13 different categories of IMFL will be Rs. 25/- and Rs. 35/- per PL at L-1.


 In addition to above levy the L-13 licensee and L-1 licensee shall pay additional license fee @ Rs. 5/- per PL on PML and Rs. 6/- per PL of IMFL and special license fee @ Rs. 6/- per PL on both PML and IMFL at the time of getting permits for taking supplies of liquor.

License L-2B for departmental stores


Departmental Stores shall be allowed to sell imported foreign liquor 
(BIO – 
Bottled in Origin only), bottled Beer of 330 ml or Beer imported from 
abroad or Beer in Cans of any size, wine upto 13.5% v/v and ready to drink 
beverages upto 200 proof strength for consumption off the premises in all 
the district and sub divisional head quarters of the State against a license in 
form L-2B.

Temporary license L-12A



Grant of temporary licenses in from 12-A for retail vend of foreign liquor at a place of entertainment shall be exempted from the operation of order 8 to 14 of the Punjab Intoxicant License and Sale Orders, 1956. The fee for this license shall be fixed by the Excise & Taxation Commissioner as under:-

Minimum fee- Rs. 200 per license per diem.

Maximum fee- Rs. 5000 per license per diem

License in form L-12E for the retail vend of foreign liquor including beer and wine at Farm Tourism Resorts covered under Farm Tourism Scheme for consumption on the premises may be introduced on the following terms & conditions:-

Stricter administrative control of L-1 licensees

The department would keep a close watch on the activities of the L-1 licensees and for any violation of Excise Laws or Rules, the Collector shall impose a minimum penalty of Rs.1.00 lakh for the first offence and Rs. 1.50 lakh for the second offence or after that.
16
Stricter administrative control over the distilleries. 
The department would keep a close watch on the activities of the distilleries and for any violation of Excise Laws or Rules, the distillery will be immediately closed, after following due procedure, for one month on the first offence and for six months on the second offence. In the case of repetition, the competent authority will cancel the license after following due procedure.

Smuggling of liquor 


The Government re-commit itself to eradicate smuggling of liquor into the State of Punjab and to curb circulation of liquor which is not duty paid. Appropriate administrative and legislative measures will be taken, if required.

To give shape to this policy the procedure as laid down under Rule 36 
of Punjab Liquor License Rules 1956 shall be followed.

Bhang

The license for wholesale vend of bhang shall be granted by the inviting applications on the annual license fee of Rs.3.10 lacs. In case more than one application is received for a particular vend, the system of allotment by draw of lots shall be followed.
